-Adjustment screw A corresponds to direction of rotation 1, and adjustment screw B corresponds to direction of rotation 2.
-Turning the adjustment screw towards the + mark allows the motor rolling tube to make a greater number of rotations;
turning the adjustment screw towards the - mark decreases the number of rotations
